Most Puissant, Right Puissant, Puissant and Illustrious Companions, 

First, I would like to thank everyone present for taking time out of their schedules to attend 

the 172nd Annual Grand Assembly in Grantville, Pennsylvania.  I hope that this weekend has 

been pleasant for all and you return home with a renewed dedication for Cryptic Masonry.  It is 

certainly hard to believe that an entire year has passed since being Elected and Installed as Most 

Puissant Grand Master.

Report from the Committee on Cryptic Review 2018 
 

Maryland: William W. Hellier, MPPGM, represented our Grand Council at the Grand 
Assembly of the Grand council of Maryland held at Best Western in Westminster MD on

Colorado: Right Puissant Companion James Flanagan represented our Council at this 
Grand Assembly, for which he submitted this detailed report: 

 

On September 7-9, 2017, it was my pleasure and privilege to attend the Grand York Rite 
proceedings of Colorado, held in Denver.  For a number of years, the three Grand York Rite 
bodies, Grand Chapter, Grand Council, and Grand Commandery have held their sessions at the 
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 same time period and location.  With a larger number attending, the hotel rates are 
more favorably priced for those attending.  State wide meetings of several Honorary bodies are 
also held during these days. 

I attended the session of the Grand Council of Colorado and carried greetings from MPC 
Charles M. Bombich, MPGM, to MIC Roy A. Snyder, Most Illustrious Grand Master, and

Some of these visits were made to individual Chapters, Councils, and Commanderies 
which were holding anniversary celebrations.  Some visitations were made to area receptions.  
The Grand Officers also attended Grand Chapter of the Order of Eastern Star, the Amaranth, 
and Masonic Youth bodies.  They seem quite comfortable attending these activities together, 
and I note that the newly elected officers will be expanding the list of joint activities.  I also 
noticed that a great deal of time was saved by the pre-printing of all reports.  With the 
exception of the financial reports, all were approved as received.  Most of the session was 
completed by the noon recess and finished within an additional hour after lunch.  The financial 
report was reviewed thoroughly before the budget was passed.

The programs should be directed, so some extent, at educating the membership about the 
lessons taught in Cryptic Masonry, and keeping the membership updated on events in York Rite 
Masonry across the jurisdiction. 

In his closing remarks, MIC Snyder stressed the importance of keeping on task, and 
expecting to see positive results from their efforts.   

A report of the Annual Pikes Peak Pilgrimage was given, and I found it quite interesting.  
The trek to the summit of Pikes Peak was made on Sunday, September 11, 2016, after an 
enjoyable dinner held the prior evening.  The trip to the summit was conducted primarily by the 
Cog Railway.  The trip is a joint experience conducted by the Cryptic Masons of Kansas and 
Colorado.  For information, the tradition began in 1899, a deposit which included a Colorado 
Coin, was made on the summit of Pikes Peak by Cryptic Masons from Colorado and Kansas.   

A commemorative trip has been made each year since to check on the stability of the site, 
and to make any necessary repairs.  The completion of a modern roadway and the Cog Railroad 
has made the trip much easier. The Colorado Coin was removed from the Deposit in 1999 and is
